I. PAUL’S WARNING ABOUT THE DECEPTION CONCERNING THE DAY OF THE LORD
A. The coming of the MAN OF LAWLESSNESS (2:3-5)

1. Paul exhorted the Thessalonian believers to not be ; they were not in
“the Day of the Lord” nor would they ever be. (v. 3a)

2. There were two tell tale signs that needed to occur before “the Day of the Lord” took place...

a. First there would be a wide spread (Greek--
apostasia) from true faith in God. (v. 3b)

b. Second the of would be revealed to the world. (v. 3c)

3. This “son of perdition”” would be characterized by blasphemous, :
against the Lord. (v. 4a)

4. He would eventually the newly erected Jewish temple, and he would

5. Even though the Thessalonian church was relatively , Paul taught these new

B. The RESTRAINER of evil (2:6-8)
